New: Security Update 
At its January 28th meeting, Ses-
sion unanimously approved a rec-
ommendation from the Security 
Team to limit access to the build-
ing for all non-staff members to 
the doors in the Commons Lobby 
except on Sundays. Effective 
Monday, Feb. 3, all exterior doors 
will remain locked with access to 
the building only from the Com-
mons Lobby. Signage has been 
posted and all deliveries will con-
tinue through the Lobby. Access 
for all activities, committee 
meetings, etc. will be through the 
Commons Lobby entrance. Staff 
with keys may access from the 
staff parking lot. On Sundays the 
back staff lot door will be open.
